Overview.
The Share-And-Share-Alike License is a license for all kinds of content or work(s). 

It was designed for the sharing of intellectual property. 

It aims to prevent the stifling of innovation through the sharing of patents, copyrighted 

material manufacturing rights, and/or designs. 

 Basics.
'I hereby grant you, an exclusive, free of charge, royalty-free license, to make, use, and sell, all previous patented, copyrighted and/or industrial design right protected intellectual property owned by me, but only whilst you license all of your patented, copyrighted and/or industrial design right protected intellectual property to everyone under a libre license'

Why not use another existing license format? 

GNU General Public License :
* Though hopefully, and highly unlikely, the Free Software Foundation are able to release a proprietary enabling license in future, and then copyrighted material could in theory, be taken and made non-libre. 

* Cannot be used as a template for other licenses. 

* Applies (I believe) to the time stated on the copyright notice. 

Creative Commons Attribution-ShareAlike license:
* Though hopefully, and highly unlikely, if the creative-commons accepts a non-libre BY-SA license as a compatible license, your work could be adapted and made non-libre. 
* Has attribution. 

* Does not apply to patents and manufacturing rights. 

* Applies (I believe) to the time on the copyright notice.

Neither of the above have the requirement to license all prior works you own to everybody,s under a libre license in order to share the material or share adapted material.
(The license starts on the next page, notes or things that really need looking at are highlighted in red)
Share-And-Share-Alike International Public License 
I used https://creativecommons.org/licenses/by-sa/4.0/legalcode as a template for this, should be okay! (Wanted to use the GNU General Public License but it itself is licensed).

a.    Adapted Material means material subject to Copyright and Similar Rights that is derived from or based upon the Licensed Material and in which the Licensed Material is translated, altered, arranged, transformed, or otherwise modified in a manner requiring permission under the Copyright and Similar Rights held by the Licensor. For purposes of this Public License, where the Licensed Material is a musical work, performance, or sound recording, Adapted Material is always produced where the Licensed Material is synched in timed relation with a moving image. 

b.    Adapter's License means the license You apply to Your Copyright and Similar Rights in Your contributions to Adapted Material in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Public License.

e.    Exceptions and Limitations means fair use, fair dealing, and/or any other exception or limitation to Copyright and Similar Rights that applies to Your use of the Licensed Material. 

f.    Licensed Material means the artistic or literary work, database, or other material to which the Licensor applied this Public License. 
g.    Licensed Rights means the rights granted to You subject to the terms and conditions of this Public License, which are limited to all Copyright and Similar Rights that apply to Your use of the Licensed Material and that the Licensor has authority to license. 

h.    Licensor means the individual(s) or entity(ies) granting rights under this Public License.

k.    You means the individual or entity exercising the Licensed Rights under this Public License. Your has a corresponding meaning. 

Section 2 – Scope. 
a.    License grant. 
1.        Subject to the terms and conditions of this Public License, the Licensor hereby grants You a worldwide, royalty-free, non-sublicensable, non-exclusive, irrevocable license to exercise the Licensed Rights in the Licensed Material to: 

      A.      reproduce and Share the Licensed Material, in whole or in part; and 

      B.      produce, reproduce, and Share Adapted Material. 

2.        Exceptions and Limitations. For the avoidance of doubt, where Exceptions and Limitations apply to Your use, this Public License does not apply, and You do not need to comply with its terms and conditions. 

3.        Term. The term of this Public License is specified in Section 6(a). 

4.        Media and formats; technical modifications allowed. The Licensor authorizes You to exercise the Licensed Rights in all media and formats whether now known or hereafter created, and to make technical modifications necessary to do so. The Licensor waives and/or agrees not to assert any right or authority to forbid You from making technical modifications necessary to exercise the Licensed Rights, including technical modifications necessary to circumvent Effective Technological Measures. For purposes of this Public License, simply making modifications authorized by this Section 2(a)(4) never produces Adapted Material. 

5.        Downstream recipients.

      1. b.   Share.

NOTE1: License compatibility - Previous works should be allowed to be licensed under the GNU General Public license or any license compatible with the GNU General Public License (but I don't really want to be explicitly mentioning other licenses, hopefully there is a way around this!).
· Patents and industrial design rights - Patented and industrial design right protected material should be licensed under this Public License as opposed to just copyright. 
· Availability of source data - Where a final work has been obtained through the compilation or processing of a source file or multiple source files, all underlying source data (where availible) should be available alongside the work itself under the same conditions. This can be the score of a musical composition, the models used in a 3D scene, the data of a scientific publication, the source code of a computer application, or any other such information.
